Patrick Henry Elementary School Closing Ceremony June 6, 2013 at 10AM
Join the current students, staff, alumni, and friends in a touching ceremony ending the fifty-five years of this dynamic institution.
Since opening its doors in 1955, Patrick Henry Elementary school has remained the shining star of the Department of Defense Education Activity piloting many innovative programs in math, science and technology. Changing and adapting to the educational needs of the students and community, it has remained a focal point for students, families, teachers and learning. 
When it opened, the school serviced first, second and third grade students of Patrick Henry Village near Heidelberg, Germany. The campus consisted of only one building housing twenty-four classrooms and gym. In 1960, an additional sixteen classrooms allowed the school to accommodate kindergarten through sixth grade until the middle school was completed in the 1970's making the student body kindergarten through fifth grade as it remains today. Student population increased in the mid 1980's to over 1,200 students necessitating the construction of a lunchroom, library and facilities for the challenges of an ever-expanding student population that has remained until the present. In 2009, the population peaked at over 1,100 students making it the largest American elementary school, kindergarten through fifth grade, in Europe. 
Patrick Henry Elementary has remained a dynamic place for learning throughout its history. In 2005 it received an "exemplary" rating from the visiting NCAA accreditation team. The school has seen many expansions and renovations. The current 860 students and fifty-five staff members housed within its walls continue to provide the best possible educational environment. 
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
